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Signs of the Times: Shining Bible Light on Current Events 
The Lord has wrought many blessed judgments in the world this week which can be seen plainly by any who have been 

given eyes to see, ears to hear, and a heart to understand by the gracious hand of God. “Son of man, thou dwellest in the 

midst of a rebellious house, which have eyes to see, and see not; they have ears to hear, and hear not: for they are 

a rebellious house.”

Let the 

potsherd strive with the potsherds of the earth. Shall the clay say to him that fashioneth it, What makest thou? or 

thy work, He hath no hands?” (Isaiah 45:6-9) You’re going to buck against the only living God who wields all power? 

Then there will be no peace. “O that thou hadst hearkened to my commandments! then had thy peace been as a 

river, and thy righteousness as the waves of the sea: Thy seed also had been as the sand, and the offspring of thy 

bowels like the gravel thereof; his name should not have been cut off nor destroyed from before me. Go ye forth of 

Babylon, flee ye from the Chaldeans, with a voice of singing declare ye, tell this, utter it even to the end of the earth; 

say ye, The LORD hath redeemed his servant Jacob. And they thirsted not when he led them through the deserts: 

he caused the waters to flow out of the rock for them: he clave the rock also, and the waters gushed out. There is 

no peace, saith the LORD, unto the wicked.”

The only true 

peace possible in this depraved world can come from repentance of sin, submission to God by faith, and following His 

decrees. “The LORD will give strength unto his people; the LORD will bless his people with peace.” (Psalms 29:11)

access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. And not only so, but we 

glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; And patience, experience; and experience, 

hope: And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost 

which is given unto us.”
